Note: Code provisions are summarized here.  For complete and exact text, please refer to the draft amended Land Use Code.

Introduction and Purpose

The purpose of revising existing street standards is to achieve better 
multi-modal connectivity for vehicles, bicycles and pedestrians, and to assure 
that standards do not result in excessively wide streets.

Bicycle Lanes and Paths  

Bicycle lanes or paths are not required 
on local streets.  On collector and 
arterial streets, bicycle lanes shall be 
provided as required by the Bicycle 
Route Master Plan or Public Works 
Director.

Where bicycle lanes are required, they 
shall generally be located on both sides 
of the street.  The minimum bicycle 
lane width within a roadway is 4 feet, 
and does not include a gutter.

On rural collector streets and urban 
or rural arterial streets, one off-street 
bicycle path of 10-foot width may be 
provided to satisfy the bicycle lane 
requirement.  Off-street bicycle paths 
are preferable along primary arterials. 

Sidewalks

Sidewalks shall generally be placed on both sides of a street.  The 
minimum sidewalk width is 5 feet, exclusive of the abutting curb width.

Sidewalks are not required on rural local residential streets.  For rural 
street types, sidewalks or all-weather paths may be installed alongside 
roads to the outside of drainage swales, or independent of roads to 
improve connectivity. 

Medium-sized retail developments are required to have fronting sidewalks 
and a pedestrian corridor from a sidewalk along a highway to the edge of 
the right-of-way, eliminating a possible gap. 

Bicycle Parking

Bicycle parking spaces shall be located in a convenient and visible area no 
farther from the principal entrance to the building served than the closest 
non-ADA-compliant automobile parking space.

Where 5 or more off-street parking spaces are required, a minimum of 2 
bicycle spaces may be provided in lieu of 1 required automobile parking 
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5 required spaces.

Motorcycles or Motor Scooter 
Parking

Off-street parking for motorcycles or motor scooters may be provided as 
a substitution for some automobile parking.

Shared Use Parking

The Community Development Director may authorize the shared use of 
parking facilities.

No more than 50% of the parking spaces required for a building or use 
may be supplied by parking facilities required for any other building or use.

Shared parking facilities must be located within 600 feet of the uses 
served.

The property owners involved in the joint use of off-street parking 
facilities shall submit a legal agreement.
