Silver City Land Use Code Update

Accessory Dwelling Units

The lot containing the primary structure and accessory dwelling unit must
meet the applicable dimensional requirements, including but not limited to:
minimum lot size and setback requirements.

Only one accessory dwelling unit is allowed per lot.
Mobile homes are not allowed as an accessory dwelling unit.
The accessory dwelling unit must be situated on a permanent foundation.

An accessory dwelling unit must meet the restrictions of subsection 3.3.2(E),
Dimensional and Operational Standards, below for accessory buildings.

One on-site parking space is required per accessory dwelling unit.

Either the accessory dwelling unit or the primary residence may be rented
under the condition that one or the other residence is occupied by an
owner of the property as the owner’s permanent and principal residence. If
the owner is not living on the premises, only the primary residence may be

rented out. The total number of renters on the property may not exceed the
limit established in Section 3.3.2(C)(13).

One on-site parking space is required per accessory dwelling unit.

Accessory dwelling unrts may be
incorporated into a house or be
located in an accessory building.

Maximum Accessory Building Size in
Residential Areas

These sizes are:

* 600 square feet of gross floor area on any legal parcel; or

* 1,000 square feet of gross floor area on parcels smaller than one-half acre, or
50% of the gross floor area of the principal structure, whichever is less; or

* 50% of the gross floor area of the principal structure on parcels one-half acre or
larger located in areas where adjacent lots are one-half acre or larger.

Recreational Vehicle Parking

A recreational vehicle may be parked in a front yard, provided the unit is
parked perpendicular to the front curb, and is at least 10 feet from the
street right-of-way.

Any single recreational vehicle may be used for dwelling purposes for a
maximum of |4 consecutive days in a calendar year on any given lot.

No single recreational vehicle may be used for dwelling purposes for
more than 60 days in a calendar year on any given lot without a permit
applied for in accordance with Section 6.3.] and issued by the Community
Development Director.

Recreational Vehicle Subdivisions

These subdivisions are:

* At least 3 acres
* Minimum lot area of 2,500 square feet

* All utilities (electricity, telephone, water, and sewer) are provided and
placed underground

* Managed by a property owners association

Portable Sandwich Board Signs

Portable sandwich board signs may be placed upon a public sidewalk or a
private sidewalk or parking lot within the C-HD and C-Lt Zoning District,
subject to the following restrictions:

* Businesses are limited to | portable sandwich board sign per business.

* A portable sandwich board sign cannot exceed 24 inches by 30 inches.

* Portable sandwich board signs must be located within the lot frontage of the
business.

* Portable sandwich board signs shall not be affixed to utility poles.

* Portable sandwich board signs shall not be placed in a clear sight triangle, con-
sistent with Section 5.15.2(F).

* Portable sandwich board
signs must be made primarily of
wood, metal, or rigid dry erase
plastic or similar materials, and
must have a professional finish.

e A 4-foot travel width must be
maintained on sidewalks.

* Sandwich board signs are not
permitted in rights-of-way over-
night; other than this restriction,
there is no time limit.
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
